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“The battle is now joined on many fronts”, Bush said in a televised speech to the
nation. “We will not waiver, we will not falter, and we will not fail. Peace and freedom
will prevail. This military action is part of our campaign against terrorism,” Bush said.
“Today, we focus on Afghanistan, but the battle is broad. Every nation has a choice to

make in this battle. There is no neutural ground,” (JAPAN TIMES, Oct. 9, 2001)

With the first phase of the war on terror going well, President George W. Bush is now
insisting that Saddam Hussein allow U.N. weapons inspectors back into Iraq. If Saddam

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The series of recent administration remarks about Iraq began with an appearance by

national security adviser Condoleezza Rice on CNN’s “Late Edition” on Nov. 18. She said
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the United States is monitoring Hussein and added, “We’ll deal with that situation

eventually.”
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Iraq’s Weapons Could Make It a Target, Bush Says.
President Bush offered a new justification for future military strikes against Iraq
yesterday, declaring in blunt and personal terms that countries that develop weapons of

mass destruction could be a target in the U.S. war on terrorism.
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Iraqi President Saddam Hussein has barred United Nations weapons inspectors from
searching for chemical and biological weapons depots since 1997. U.S. officials have said
satellite photographs and intelligence reports suggest that Hussein has continued his

quest for chemical, biological and nuclear weapons.
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“As for Mr. Saddam Hussein, he needs to let inspectors back in his country, to show

us that he is not developing weapons of mass destruction,” Bush said.
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But Bush, when asked at a Rose Garden appearance about whether Iraq could be a
target as the United States looks to expand the war on terrorists, said, “Afghanistan is

still just the beginning. . .. If you develop weapons of mass destruction that you want to
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terrorize the world, you'll be held accountable.”
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White House press secretary Ari Fleischer said the president’s comments represented

a “restatement of a long-standing American policy.”
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In Bush’s address to Congress on Sept. 20, he said, “Any nation that continues to harbor
or support terrorism will be regarded by the United States as a hostile regime.” On Oct.
30, he was more specific, saying, “If you feed a terrorist, if you provide sanctuary to a
terrorist, if you fund a terrorist, you are just as guilty as the terrorist that inflicted the

harm on the American people.”

U.S. intelligence agencies have recently concluded that Osama Bin Laden and his al
Qaeda terrorist network may have made greater strides than previously thought toward
obtaining plans or materials to make a crude radiological weapon that would use
conventional explosives to spread radioactivity over a wide area, according to U.S. and

foreign sources.
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There is no conclusive evidence that bin Laden or his associates have built a
radiological bomb or even have the capability to do so, these sources emphasized. But for

years bin Laden have said publicly he was working to obtain a nuclear capability.
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On Nov. 9, President Bush said of al Qaeda, “They’re seeking chemical, biological and

nuclear weapons.”
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What we have found in Afghanistan confirms that, far from ending there, our war
against terror is only beginning. Most of the 19 men who hijacked planes on September
the 11th were trained at Afghanistan’s camps. And so were tens of thousands of others.
Thousands of dangerous killers, schooled in the methods of murder, often supported by
outlaw regimes, are now spread throughout the world like ticking time bombs, set to go

off without warning.
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Thanks to the work of our law enforcement officials and coalition partners, hundreds
of terrorists have been arrested, yet tens of thousands of trained terrorists are still at
large. These enemies view the entire world as a battlefield, and we must pursue them

wherever they are.
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First, we will shut down terrorist camps, disrupt terrorist plans and bring terrorists
to justice.
And second, we must prevent the terrorists and regimes who seek chemical, biological

or nuclear weapons from threatening the United States and the world.
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Our second goal is to prevent regimes that sponsor terror from threatening America

or our friends and allies with weapons of mass destruction.
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North Korea is a regime arming with missiles and weapons of mass destruction, while

starving its citizens.
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Iran aggressively pursues these weapons and exports terror, while an unelected few

repress the Iranian people’s hope for freedom.
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Iraq continues to flaunt its hostility toward America and to support terror. The Iraqi
regime has plotted to develop anthrax and nerve gas and nuclear weapons for over a
decade.

This is a regime that has already used poison gas to murder thousands of its own
citizens, leaving the bodies of mothers huddled over their dead children. This is a regime
that agreed to international inspections, then kicked out the inspectors. This is a regime

that has something to hide from the civilized world.

THE AXIS OF EVIL IS IT FOR REAL?
What Bush is really saying when he talks tough about rogue states
For a moment last week it looked as if George W. Bush was about to declare war on
three enemies at once. During his State of the Union speech, when the President asserted
that Iran, Iraq and North Korea “constitute an axis of evil”, he fired a shot that had been
months in the making. Since the fall, Bush had been worrying that terrorists might get
their hands on nuclear, biological or chemical weapons—and he wanted to warn rouge

states not to help them do it.
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“I will not wait on events while the dangers gather”, he said. “I will not stand by as
peril draws closer and closer. The United States of America will not permit the world’s
most dangerous regimes to threaten us with the world’s most destructive weapons.” He
drew a rousing cheer from the crowd; but as people caught their breath, they had to

wonder precisely what Bush had in mind.
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But some governments will be timid in the face of terror. And make no mistake about

it : If they do not act, America will. (WASHINGTON POST, Jan. 30, 2002)
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President George W. Bush told future U.S. Army officers Saturday that the United
States can no longer deter attacks from other nations by threatening massive retaliation,

but instead must strike looming enemies first.
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“We must take the battle to the enemy, disrupt his plans, and confront the worst

threats before they emerge,”. ... “In the world we have entered, the only path to safety

is the path of action. And this nation will act.”
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The speech was the broadest definition to date of the way Bush sees America’s new

role in the world after the Sept. 11 attacks.
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They’ve argued for more than a decade that Bush I and Clinton erred by not taking out

Saddam, and are anxious to finish the job.
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The get-Saddam hard-liners are said to be led by Rumsfeld himself and his old deputy
and comrade-in-arms from the Ford administration days, Vice President Dick
Cheney. ... They are backed up by a klatch of hawkish deputies and allies, among them
Cheney’s powerful chief of staff, Lewis (Scooter) Libby, and Rumsfeld’s top deputy, Paul
Wolfowitz.
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But perhaps the key pro-war agitator is Richard Perle, .. who heads the Pentagon’s

Defense Policy Board, an influential advisory panel. Perle and Rumsfeld consult regular-
ly and “have been very close on most of these issues over this rather long period of time,”

Perle told NEWSWEEK.
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The hawks believe “that in a region where the strong person has an almost mythical
role, we have to restore” American credibility, says the former Bush I official. “If we just

crush Saddam like an ant, they’ll see we're really strong and determined.”
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They warn that rushing into war without direct provocation would alienate America’s

allies and mark a dangerous turn in U.S. foreign policy.
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TODAY HUMILITY SEEMS IN SHORT supply in the Bush administration, critics
say. This time the complaints aren’t coming from Europeans, or most Democrats, but

Bush’s fellow Republicans, many of them frustrated moderate allies of Powell’s.
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Their chief worry : the spreading war fever. GOP stalwarts such as Brent Scowcroft
—the national-security adviser to Bush’s father— fear a unilateral rush into pre-emptive
war in Iraq that could undercut worldwide support for the war on terror and cast
America as an aggressor nation for the first time in its history. They complain that the
GOP’s old policy of moderate “internationalism” has been trashed by an influential cabal
of superhawks who are a little too eager to assert America’s vast power, unconcerned by

the qualms of its longtime allies.
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Many of these GOP skeptics also favor removing Saddam. But they worry about
launching a war without provocation : they would prefer to wait until Saddam refuses a

U.N. offer of a “no-notice inspection regime,” as Scowcroft says.
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“It is interesting to me that many of those who want to rush this country into war and
think it would be so quick and easy don’t know anything about war,” said Sen. Chuck
Hagel (a longtime Powell friend and fellow Vietnam vet). ... Cheney, Wolfowitz and
Perle all avoided Vietnam— Rumsfeld was a Navy pilot between wars— and Bush was

one of the “sons of the powerful.”
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On Saturday a tearful George W. Bush proudly named Powell, “an American hero,” as
the 65th—and the first African-American—Secretary of State.... Powell, himself
mistyeyed, said he would espouse “a uniquely American internationalism. ... (to be) an

inspiration to a world that wants to be free.”
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Powell is often linked by name to the superconservative “Powell Doctrine.” That’s
been loosely defined to mean U.S. military might should be used only for “vital national
interests” and if there is high probability of success. Powell’s Vietnam War experience
—he did two tours—bred in him a reluctance to commit troops, and then to do so only
as a “last resort.” But in truth, Powell has never embraced such a formal doctrine of

intervention. His views are much more nuanced.
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At his announcement ceremony Powell laid out a proactive foregin policy virtually
indistinguishable from that of Bill Clinton and Secretary of State Madeleine Albright’s :
one that prods other nations to follow America’s “path” toward democracy and open

markets.
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It’s been 10 years since the cold war ended, and even the gulf war is a quietly fading
memory. No one as evil as Saddam Hussein has cropped up since, except the nearly down
-and-out Slobodan Milosevic—and extracting his surrender in Kosovo didn’t cost a
single U.S. life. A whole new generation of Americans has come of age never having

experienced a mortal threat to the nation.
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If anything, America’s relative power in the world has only grown since the United
States “won” the cold war. The economic collapses in Russia and Asia and the U.S. —

dominated Info Revolution have made Americans feel more omnipotent.
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At the same time the threats against them have come to seem ever more pestlike. Even
terrorism has lately seemed a receding danger ; the much-touted Y2K scare was a bust,
and Osama bin Laden has been quiet since the African embassy bombings in 1998.. ..

“People are fat and happy. The margin of security for us is greater than it’s ever been.”
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Distancing itself from a longtime economic dependence on the Soviet Union, Baghdad
had recently concluded trade pacts with Britain, West Germany and Japan and an arms

deal with France.
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
